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And--

Q And is it correct that because we see a listing
here of last BIs, you would believe that the actual BIs had
already been received from the FBI at the time this was
drafted?

A I would believe that they had been.

MR. SCHANZER: And one of the lines crossed out
with some writing, do you have any knowledge what tﬂat
means?

THE WITNESS: The lines crossed out with the
writing saving, gone, lead me to believe that these people

had already left the White Hoﬁse and so Tony marked them off
