One of the TNW, .50 caliber rifles seized was the one in April, 2009 in 
Sonora from the 	DEA 	IDTO (see second photo attachment). The 
pictures of this gun, mounted in the back of a pickup behind a man-made 
shooting platform, fed the rumor mill on the internet and the media of 
the people who believe that this gun, and many more like it, come from 
the Central/South American black market or are "stolen" from the Mexican 
military. Not true at least not in this case and from what we see on a 
daily basis - including the 42 AK-47 rifles we seized this past Saturday 
west of Tucson and a mile from the border. The Casa Grande Border Patrol 
folks assisted us in an outstanding manner with this.; 	ATF
