Per ATF and USAO: 

(1) Bottom line is that ATF did NOT persuade a reluctant dealer to participate. 

(2) Two of the guns sold during the investigation were found near the scene of the shooting of Agent Terry. These 
guns had been purchased about 11 months earlier, by a person later determined to be part of the trafficking ring. ATF 
was not notified of the sales until after they had been completed. 

If you need more info, I can provide additional details about the two guns and about ATF's/USAO's dealings with the 
gun dealers in this case.

A staffer 
asked whether as part of the AZ case, ATE ever encouraged a reluctant FFL to continue unlawful 
sales. Jason and the ATE reps. responded that based on their knowledge of the case, they were 
unaware of that ever having happened in this investigation.
